English sparkling wine has emerged as one of the worlds
most exciting cool-climate success stories. Southern England's climate today closely mirrors
that of Champagne several decades ago, before the effects of warming shifted ripeness levels,
making it uniquely suited to producing high-acid, finely structured sparkling wines of precision
and longevity.

Planted on chalk and limestone soils that echo those from across the Channel, vineyards focus
on traditional-method production using classic varieties: Chardonnay, Pinot Noir and Meunier.

The resulting wines are defined by vibrant acidity, fine mousse, and extended lees aging, with

flavours of citrus, green apple, brioche and oyster shell.

Increasingly confident and distinctive, English sparkling wines balance elegance with energy,
offering a compelling alternative to Champagne and a clear, modern expression of place.
